The patient presents with a lump on the right axilla for years, seemingly a little bit sensitive to pressure and tender to pressure here for the past week or so.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative other than the patient will be out of town this following week at a conference.

FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: Noticed firm mass, right inferior axilla, oblong and it is extending posteriorly with slight anterior elevation measuring 2.5 cm x 6 cm without definite tenderness or cystic presence or drainage. Extremities: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Mass, right axilla, uncertain etiology, appears benign.

PLAN: The patient wants to get mammogram without breast lumps noted. Advised to return in week after next for ultrasounds for further evaluation to see after getting the mammogram as soon as possible with mass, right axilla, of uncertain etiology.
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
