Mother reports the child with fever of 102 today, worried that she may have COVID or flu, wanting to go see grandparent tomorrow. The patient originally seen here, placed on amoxicillin for impetigo and then seen by pediatrician who added Bactrim and mupirocin with clearing of sores on the skin. The child is without vomiting or diarrhea. Given Motrin for temperature, afebrile now in the office.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Refused. Neck: Exam appears normal. Chest: Mother refused examination. Abdomen: Refused examination. Back: Appeared to be within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Appeared to be within normal limits. Skin: Appeared to be within normal limits.
COVID and flu specimens obtained from nose with great difficulty with fighting child with some help from mother which showed no evidence of active infection.
PLAN: Mother advised to continue antibiotics Bactrim and amoxicillin with Bactroban topically with temperature precautions, to avoid trip to the grandparent now with the child febrile and it is probably infectious. Follow up with pediatrician as needed with temperature precautions.
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
