Mr. Stubblefield comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He states that he was functioning fine until approximately 5 years ago when he had a cerebral thrombosis. He states that he had an abrupt loss of vision and that his vision did not return. At this point, he states that he cannot perform his work-related activities because of the loss of vision.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is no light perception. This is on both sides, at distance and near, with and without glasses. The pupils are not reactive, but round. The muscle movements are irregular, but full and not smooth. There is a lateral jerk nystagmus that has a wandering appearance. The mirror test is negative for recognition. The intraocular pressures measure 20 on each side with the iCare tonometer. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination shows 4+ pallor to each optic nerve head. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.8 on each side. There are no hemorrhages. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability with the Goldman perimeter shows the absence of a visual field on both sides. The test is reliable.

Assessment:
1. Optic atrophy.

2. Blindness.

Mr. Stubblefield has a total loss of vision with both eyes. This is supported by the examination. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to be unable to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment. He could not see so as to read, distinguish between objects, nor to avoid hazards in his environment. His prognosis is poor.
