PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is awake, forgetful and disoriented.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 114/70. Pulse 71. Temperature 98.0 F. Respirations 18. Pulse ox 98% Blood sugar was done stable.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: No wheezing. No rales.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. Bowel sounds positive. G-tube is in place and is working.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: The patient is confused and disoriented lying on the bed.

ASSESSMENT:

1. CVA.

2. Ambulatory dysfunction.

3. Expressive aphasia.

4. Dysphagia status post PEG placement.

5. Hypertension.

6. Hyperlipidemia.

7. History of abdominal wall cellulitis that has been resolved.

PLAN OF CARE: I reviewed his medication and the labs. Also, I have discussed with the nurse no acute issues reported by the nursing staff. We will continue current medications and monitor him closely.
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
