Thank you for this referral.

The patient was seen in the office today with history of significant weight loss of about 50 pounds in last few months also not able to eat and throwing up. When seen in the office, the patient appeared very weak he looked bit dehydrated. There was a CT scan sent from Touchstone Imaging showing multiple lymph nodes in mesenteric area and there was a suspicion of pancreatic lymphoma versus adenocarcinoma of GI tract. A PET/CT was recommended. Also, subsequently, MRI results were sent from Touchstone it was MRI of the head and brain, which showed increased conspicuity of multiple prominent cortical veins with medial left cerebral hemisphere and ultimately undetermined finding. There was no evidence of dural sinus thrombosis, however, there was a possibility of dural AV fistula.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: Again, the patient appeared very weak. He seemed to have lost weight.

Skin: Dry and mucosa was dry.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. History of brain tumor status post resection now in remission.

2. History of weight loss of about 50 pounds.

3. Nausea and vomiting.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient was sent to emergency room for evaluation. He might need a PET/CT scan as well as workup for his nausea and vomiting, which has resulted in significant weight loss.
