PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEENT: Nose: Congested. Clear discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Distended to obesity. No tenderness to palpation. Normal bowel sounds. No rebound. No guarding. No rigidity.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Recurrent rhinitis.

PLAN: The patient will be sent to an otolaryngologist for further evaluation as he was recently here and was prescribed medication Augmentin and is not getting better. He has been seen on many occasions in the past for similar complaints with no improvement with conservative intervention. He will be sent to otolaryngology for further evaluation.
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
