HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 60-year-old male patient here, complains of right-sided ear pain. He had similar symptom a week ago. It was his left ear. He had some leftover antibiotic for two or three days. It subsequently went away, now the ear infection has appeared on his right side.

He also complains that when he moves his jaw and opens his mouth up and down and when he chews, there is more pressure on that right side causing him additional discomfort.

He is running a low-grade fever as well 99.0 today.

No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. No other symptoms. No flu-like symptoms. No chest pain or shortness of breath. No GI issues.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does socially drink. He does smoke. He is not interested in quitting at this time.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 128/65. Pulse 69. Respirations 16. Temperature 99. Oxygenation 97%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema, right side much more erythema than the left. Oropharyngeal area: Mildly erythematous. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute otitis media. The patient will receive amoxicillin 875 mg b.i.d. 10 days #20. He is going to monitor his symptoms and either call me or return to clinic if he is not getting good results. I have offered him Rocephin injection today to jump-start this process. He has refused that today. So, he is just going to be on the amoxicillin.

2. Plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, and return to clinic if needed.
