ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, very active in the room.

VITAL SIGNS: Pulse rate 118. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.8. Oxygenation 100%. Current weight 31 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Very mild erythema bilaterally. Oropharyngeal area: Mildly erythematous. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Mildly tachycardic. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

LABORATORY DATA: Strep test and flu test were done today, they were both negative. However, her brother did test positive for influenza type B today.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Flu symptoms and exposure to influenza B. The patient will receive Tamiflu per weight protocol. She is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, mother will continue with the Tylenol or Motrin as the fever progresses and enter into a period of watchful waiting. If there are any issues, mother will call me or return to clinic.
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
