The patient was alert and oriented. Mood was euthymic. Affect restricted. Speech was clear. No suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No auditory or visual hallucination. I further explained risk, benefits, and side effects. I encouraged that she should compliance with the treatment. Continue followup with her primary care doctor. I will see again in January, as I will be out of the country for December. The patient agreed with the plan.
