SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Teresa is a 54-year-old single African American female who has been in treatment for schizophrenia chronic and has been getting maintenance dose of Prolixin 1 mg at bedtime and Benadryl 25 mg daily. She described she is not hearing any voices. She does not have any paranoid delusion. She is sleeping, eating good, and have a full-time job. The patient was in a good mood, pleasant affect. I further explained that she should continue treatment and appreciate her consistent compliance. I also explained her that I will be out for next month and if she has any problem other psychiatrists are there in Comprehensive Counseling to which she agreed. The patient was having no involuntary movement. Her mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Risk, benefit, and side effects are explained. I described that she has medication but again considering risk and benefit, I will send a prescription of fluphenazine 1 mg at bedtime and Benadryl 25 mg. Three months supply of the medications was ordered.
