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PATIENT NAME: Samuel Martinez

DATE OF BIRTH: 08/23/1994

SUBJECTIVE: The patient is a 29-year-old gentleman who is presenting to my office with multiple complaints. He reports receiving Pfizer injection in August 2021 very next day he started having symptoms of pounding heart and shortness of breath. He has pain in his arm, brain fog, and fuzzy vision. He went to the ER multiple times was labeled as panic attack. He also has minor tingles in the arms and legs here and there and chest discomfort that is persistent.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Previously, the patient was healthily. The patient had COVID in 2021 and had another COVID episode earlier this year in 2023 that led to pneumonia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single and has had no kids. He is an ex-smoker. He does do alcohol occasionally. He used to do marijuana but no other drug use. He works as a consultant for sales force.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Includes colchicine, nattokinase, bromelain and curcumin.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: In addition to be mentioned above in HPI. He mentioned headaches on and off, brain fog positive, chest discomfort, and occasional shortness of breath. No wheezing. Heartburn positive. Early satiety. He forces himself and vomit sometime because he feels full. No abdominal pain. No urinary symptoms. No leg swelling. All other systems are reviewed and are negative.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: As mentioned above.

HEENT: Pupils are round and reactive to light and accommodation. Injective conjunctivae. Nonicteric sclerae. No cervical lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit bilaterally. No jugular venous distention bilaterally. Moist oral mucosa. No pharyngeal erythema noted.

Neck: Supple. No stiffness or rigidity.

Heart: Heart sounds are regular rate and rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No murmurs heard. No friction heard.

Lungs: Clear to auscultation. No crackles or wheezes heard.

Abdomen: Soft. No hepatomegaly. No splenomegaly. No guarding, rebound, or rigidity.

Extremities: There is no edema in the lower extremities.

Skin: No skin rash noted.

Neuro: Nonfocal.

LABORATORY DATA: Investigations none available to me at this time.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: The patient has multiple symptoms related to COVID-19 gene editing therapy mostly likely spike protein toxicity. The patient will be treated with spike detox protocol including ivermectin, low dose naltrexone, nattokinase, bromelain, and curcumin and other nutraceuticals. We are going to screen him metabolically with blood testing and we will advise him accordingly.  The patient was instructed that ivermectin is being used off label and he wants to proceed with treatment.

The patient is going to see me back in around two to three weeks for further recommendations.
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
