The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: I got a call from Angela, Comprehensive Counseling Manager, to call Lesley’s wife immediately due to some side effect. I have called to home at 586-774-9954 at 05:34. His wife Christine described that he has been having a lot of psychotic episodes. His Trileptal was discontinued as he was having some blood clots. She has contacted his primary care doctor and also called the nurse from Blue Cross Blue Shield and they said it is not generally common, but it is a rare side effect can occur. Therefore, Trileptal was stopped. Christine described that he has to have something on it because he is taking Seroquel 100 mg in the morning, 100 mg at 3 o'clock and 400 mg at bedtime. It is not as such effective. He was doing little better than Depakote. Therefore, Depakote 500 mg at bedtime was given. I explained the risks, benefits and side effects and also explained that he should get a complete physical and blood workup. These are some of the side effects which can occur and I appreciated that she called me to which she agreed and I explained that once she gives the medication, if he has any problem of controlling his psychotic or any behavior, I would like to admit to the hospital for further monitoring and stabilization to which Christine agreed.
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
