DUNLAP, MARIE
This 74-year-old woman admitted to hospice with uterine cancer with distant metastasis to the lungs and the adjacent organs.

The patient was initially diagnosed with uterine cancer a few years ago. She refused any treatment including chemo or radiation therapy. Most recently, the patient had hysterectomy with subsequent wound dehiscence. The patient has lost 30 pounds. The patient has become bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient is now bedbound, hardly awake, sleeping about 18 to 20 hours a day. KPS score is 40%. Lives with her daughter Keitha. She is originally from Louisiana. Pain is an issue and requires around the clock pain medication. The patient is hypotensive, tachycardic; end is near for this elderly woman who is dying of uterine cancer with distant metastasis. The patient is hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
