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1. AC, 12-year-old with right ear pain, foreign body found in the right ear, removed. The child is doing well. Mother is very happy with the doctor and the staff.

2. AS, 16-year-old with swelling of the right foot ankle after jumping off the trampoline. X-rays negative for fracture. Positive sprain. Treated with antiinflammatory. Mother very happy.

3. MA, 4-year-old child with fever, cough, asthma and temperature of 101.3. Diagnosed with pharyngitis. Negative swabs. On Amoxil and guaifenesin. Doing fantastic. Mother is very happy.

4. AC, 18-month-old baby with cough, congestion, and trouble breathing. Chest x-ray negative. Strep positive. Treated with nebulizer, prednisone, Amoxil and albuterol. Doing fantastic. Mother was elated.
5. RD, 40-year-old male with tingling in the fingers and arms. Shoulder CT and C-spine CT showed DJD. He was given Toradol. Diagnosed with shoulder sprain. Sent home with Medrol, Flexeril, and Naprosyn. He was very happy with the care and the doctor.

6. KC, is a 14-year-old female with stomach pain for three days, diagnosed with flu B. Urinalysis showed dry. Push fluids. Left message for the patient. Treated with Tamiflu.

7. JA, 18-month-old with chest pain related to gastroesophageal reflux. Treated with lidocaine and Maalox. CBC and CMP negative except for hemoconcentrated blood. CT negative. Sent home with Pepcid. Diagnosed with dyspepsia. Left a message for the patient.

8. DH, is a 59-year-old with getting hit by the elevator door. CT of the T-spine, L-spine and C-spine all negative, was sent home with no medications. Consider some kind of medication, antiinflammatory for any one seen in the emergency room with aches and pains. Left message for the patient to call me back.

9. AW, 28-year-old complaining of palpitation, wanted an EKG. Pregnancy test was negative. EKG was negative. Also, the patient complained of dizziness. CT of the head was negative. Left message for the patient to call me back. No medicines were given.
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10. JA, 10-year-old child with fever of 105 at home and 101 in the ER. Flu B diagnosed. Treated with Amoxil and Tamiflu. Mother was very happy with the care.

11. TM, 15-month-old baby possibly swallowed a battery. KUB was negative. Sent home. Mother was very happy with the care.
12. JN, 76-year-old, fell, injured right side of the rib cage. X-rays were negative. Sent home with no medications. Again, consider antiinflammatory or some sort of medication if the patient is seen in the emergency room in case the pain returns. The patient was happy with the care, nevertheless.

13. CC, 47-year-old with not feeling well. CBC, CMP, and EKG all within normal limits. Sent home with anxiety. No medications given. Bad number left in the ER. Again, Vistaril or some sort of antihistamine with a calming effect would be good in case the patient’s anxiety returns which she does not have to come back to the emergency room.

14. AB, 25-year-old female with face tingling. CT negative. Pregnancy test negative. Doing well. She was happy with the care. She is going to see her doctor for further testing. No medications were given.
15. JB, 29-year-old with earache. Diagnosed with otitis media. Perforated eardrums. Sent home with Augmentin. Rocephin given in the emergency room.
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
