HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 6-year-old little girl mother and father bring her in today due to having fever; few days ago is up to 104, ongoing fevers off and on since then. They had given her over-the-counter antipyretic today, so at our patient encounter today, she has a temperature of 98.5. Current weight 41 pounds. There is no nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. She maintains her normal bowel and bladder habit. There is no shortness of breath or cough. No respiratory issues.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed, however, she looks tired.

VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 85, respirations 16, temperature 98.5, and oxygenation 99%.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Mild tympanic membrane erythema bilaterally. Oropharyngeal area: Erythematous. Mild strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa is moist.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. Tonsillar lymphadenopathy is present.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmur, Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Normal respiratory effort is observed.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

LABS: Today, include a strep test and a flu test. Strep test was negative. Flu test was positive for influenza type B.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: The patient tested positive for influenza type B today, so diagnosis of influenza infection. She will get Tamiflu per weight protocol twice a day for five days. She is to get plenty of fluids and plenty of rest. Monitor symptoms. Return to clinic if not improving and she will be off school for the next two days as well.
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
