HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 6-year-old young man mother brings him in due to having sore throat, but more precisely he has these sores in the back of his throat resembling aphthous ulcers. He has been here several times and he is not getting any relief. He is here for another evaluation today. No other issues verbalized.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well nourished, well developed, well groomed, and he is not in any distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 95, respirations 16, temperature 97.5, oxygenation 100%, and current weight 55 pounds.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: He has several aphthous ulcers indicative of an HSV infection. We will prescribe the appropriate medication for this today, which would be acyclovir suspension.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: HSV aphthous ulcer. The patient will receive acyclovir suspension 200 mg/5 mL 10 mL p.o. b.i.d. for seven days #140 mL. He is going to get plenty of fluids and plenty of rest. I suspect that he should have some good resolution on this in just a few days.
