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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 51-year-old endstage renal disease patient that has a history of arterial hypertension, anemia related to CKD, diabetes mellitus. The patient has been on dialysis for several years. He developed severe pain in the left hip and he was trying to get relief. He was evaluated by several orthopedic surgeons and finally Dr. Lamoreaux at the Watson Clinic in Lake Land operated on him in September. The patient tolerated the surgery very well. The pain improved significantly. He has been receiving therapy and he has responded very well to the surgery and the quality of life has improved significantly.

2. Hypertension that is under control.

3. Endstage renal disease. He dialyzes three times a week.

4. Diabetes mellitus under control.

5. Coronary artery disease that is without symptoms.

6. Hyperlipidemia without symptoms. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months without laboratory workup, but we will see the patient for the dialysis problems at the Kidney Center.
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
