SMITH, MARGARET
This is a 68-year-old woman who has been fighting breast cancer since 2022, where she found a mass in her right breast. At the time of discovery, she had a 6 x 6 x 7 mass, which was ER positive, placed on anastrozole, subsequently required hospitalization because of shortness of breath having chest pain. She noted to have occlusion of the right upper lobe segmental bronchus with severe narrowing and a hilar mass related to her cancer. This caused large pleural effusion and atelectasis. On the CT scan, it was noted that she had mets to the bone, kidneys, adnexa, adrenal, brain mets, with confusion, difficulty ambulating now. Subsequently, it was decided that the patient is no longer a candidate for any further treatment. The patient has lost weight, has a very little appetite, has lost about 20 pounds. She is not able to walk anymore because of her brain metastasis and short of breath at all times, requiring hospice care at home, expected to die in the next few days to weeks, hence meets the criteria for hospice care.
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
