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1. IH, 14-year-old with fever, cough, sore throat, stomachache, headache, runny nose, diagnosed with strep, placed on antibiotics. Mother was happy with the care, getting the prescription filled today.
2. MW, 50-year-old with injuries from motorcycle accident. She had CT of the C-spine, L-spine and thoracic spine; they were all negative. Urinalysis was negative. The patient was subsequently placed on Mobic. Left a message for the patient to call me back.
3. KB, 36-year-old male feeling sick. CBC, CMP, urinalysis, and swab tests were negative. Diagnosed with URI. Sent home with guaifenesin. He was happy with the care received.
4. VH, 18-year-old young lady with cough, ear pain, throat hurting. Diagnosed with strep, placed on Amoxil. Mother was happy with the care she received and Dr. Tubb.
5. RM, 29-year-old lady with cough, headache, feeling really sick. Diagnosed with flu, placed on and Tamiflu. Left message for her to call me back.

6. AR, 15-year-old with fever, not feeling well. Diagnosed with URI. Swab tests were negative. Sent home with guaifenesin and left a message for her to call me back.
7. JR, 8-month-old baby with fever, vomiting. Treated in the emergency room with Zofran. Flu test and strep tests were negative. The patient was treated with Amoxil only and was sent home most likely because of nausea and vomiting. Phone number not in service.

8. JY, 67-year-old woman with headache, ear pressure. She was being asked by the nurse regarding contraindications to a CAT scan and she did not like the way the nurse was asking her the questions, so she got up and walked out. She states “they just didn’t click” that is why she left AMA and she is going to go to a different emergency room, find someone that she clicks with, she actually said that. She is still having the headache. I encouraged her to do so. There were no issues other than that in the emergency room.
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9. RT, 4-year-old child with fever, not holding food down. Diagnosed with flu B, treated with Tamiflu, Zofran in the emergency room. Doing much better. Mother was happy with the care received.
10. JH, 13-year-old, feeling really sick with cough, congestion, URI type symptoms, nausea, vomiting. The patient received Pepcid, Zofran, IV fluids in the emergency room. Swab tests were negative. Diagnosed with gastroenteritis. There was no pain, so no CT scan was done. Phone not in service.

11. KB, 37-year-old, feeling sick, no taste, wants to be make sure she does not have the COVID. All swab tests were negative. She was sent home with guaifenesin for URI type symptoms. Her phone is not in service. Her COVID was definitely negative.
12. AT, 27-year-old who passed out work. He is a diabetic. Blood sugars were okay. CBC, CMP and CT of the head were negative. Diagnosed with vasovagal effect and he was happy with the care received. I talked to him today, he had no further episodes and is going to follow up with his PCP.

13. EO, 13-year-old with an injury to the right hand. Diagnosed with distal phalanx fracture. Sent to the orthopedist. Mother was happy with the care by Dr. Tubb, she tells me.
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
