CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of muscle cramps especially in the legs and sometimes fatigue.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife complaining of cramps in the lower extremities and it happens once or twice a week, but lately it has been less. The patient does not have any significant calf swelling.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Unremarkable.

LUNGS: Unremarkable.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

Musculoskeletal examination reveals no significant tenderness of the lower extremities and peripheral pulses are bilaterally equal.
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
