Dear Mrs. Manning:

This is a followup for Mrs. Elliott who has chronic kidney disease, diabetes, hypertension, aortic valve replacement, and low sodium concentration.  Last visit in May.  Uses a walker.  No hospital visits.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, has diarrhea, no bleeding, incontinence of urine.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  Minor dyspnea.  Denies purulent material, hemoptysis, oxygen or CPAP machine.  She has deafness on the right-sided and decreased eyesight and facial droop.  Other review of system is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Remains on a low dose of lisinopril, Lasix and potassium replacement.
Physical Examination:  Today weight down to 177; previously 184, blood pressure 146/70.  No respiratory distress.  No rales or wheezes.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  She has weakness on the right-sided face with decreased eyesight and deafness.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  I do not see major edema.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine is stable at 1, 4 calcium was high.  Normal albumin and phosphorus.  Present GFR of 36 stage IIIB.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Anemia 12.4 with a normal white blood cell and platelets.  Prior PTH in the low side.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III for the most part is stable, no progression and no symptoms.
2. Small kidney on the left-sided without evidence of obstruction or urinary retention, arterial Doppler.  No renal artery stenosis.
3. Elevated calcium.  Calcium sources are being discontinued.
4. Anemia without external bleeding, not symptomatic.  No EPO treatment.
5. Normal electrolytes and acid base.
6. Blood pressure low dose of ACE inhibitors acceptable.
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7. Aortic valve replacement.  CHF, no evidence of decompensation.
8. Prior brain surgery that has caused right-sided facial paralysis with deafness, and compromise eyesight on the right.  Come back in six months.
All of the above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided and questions answered to the patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
