CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with cough and congestion for seven days with reported drainage from the right ear for one day.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of frequent otitis media in right ear “times 11” for the past year according to mother. Last infection three to four weeks ago. He has had tubes last year, trying to see ENT at Texas Children’s, but not able to get until February. He has local pediatrician.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Unable to visualize right tympanic membrane. Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
Testing including strep and viral screens were all negative.
DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection with non-strep pharyngitis with recurrent chronic otitis media right ear with perforation of tympanic membrane by history.

PLAN: The patient was given cefdinir to take and Cortisporin Otic drops to put in right ear, to follow up with pediatrician and here as needed and to keep appointment at Texas Children’s Hospital and as soon as possible.
