HISTORY: This is a 23-year-old female here with right eye pain. The patient states that this started this morning and as the day goes by her eyes become more watery with green discharge and redness. She denies double vision. She endorses blurred vision. She denies trauma.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Obesity.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

ALLERGIES: None.

MEDICATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Endorses occasional alcohol use. Denies tobacco or drug use.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed were negative except those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 94% at room air.

Blood pressure is 122/83.

Pulse is 68.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.2.

HEENT: Right eye, erythematous conjunctiva, green discharge. EOM full range of motion.
Visual acuity in left eye 20/30, right eye 20/30 and both eyes 20/30.

Orbit, no erythema, no edema, no tenderness to palpation of her orbit.

Lids, there is no erythema, swelling or lesions on the lids.

Neck: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.
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EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort or range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute conjunctivitis right eye.
2. Right eye pain.
PLAN: The visual acuity was done today. Visual acuity reveals left eye 20/30 and right eye 20/30, both eyes 20/30. In the clinic today, the patient received a Rocephin injection 1 g IM. She was observed in the clinic for approximately 15 minutes and then reevaluate if she reports no adverse effects from the medication. She was sent home with the following prescription. Gentamicin 0.3% ophthalmic solutions she will put two drops at b.i.d. for 10 days #5 mL. She was given the opportunity to ask questions she states she has none.
