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1. JW, 33-year-old woman comes in with rash, fever, sore throat, was given Amoxil and Benadryl. White count normal. She received Rocephin and Amoxil previously. The rash is now turning to blister. She called the emergency room to get a different Amoxil because she feels like maybe she had a reaction to the Amoxil. The emergency room called in a different prescription for her. She thought Dr. Ambe was “very great.” She is going to see her regular doctor tomorrow for followup especially since the welts present. They did not involve the palm of the hand and/or sole of the feet.

2. JW, is a 4-year-old child with possible ringworm. Treated with liquid Sporanox. Mother was very happy with the care and Dr. Ambe.

3. AW, is a 5-year-old with a contusion to the eye. Vision was intact. No x-rays were done. The phone was restricted.

4. VM, 18-year-old with eye swelling, pimple-like lesion over the eyelids, diagnosed with periorbital cellulitis. The patient did not answer the phone. Mother did not answer the phone. She was sent home with Augmentin. Please consider CBC and further workup with periorbital cellulitis including possible IM injection along with p.o. antibiotics and possible admission since periorbital cellulitis can have a grave prognosis or documentation as to why not those actions were taken.

5. ST, 46-year-old with cough, congestion, and sore throat. Swab test negative. UA showed the patient to be dry. HCG was negative. Sent home with fluids.

6. EP, 41-year-old woman with cough, congestion, and sneezing. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with URI. Treated with azithromycin, Tessalon, and guaifenesin. Left message for the patient to call back.
7. SC, 33-year-old woman with flu-like symptoms, diagnosed with flu B. Treated with Tamiflu and guaifenesin. Phone was disconnected.
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8. SA, 6-year-old child with flu-like symptoms, diagnosed with flu B. Treated with guaifenesin and Tamiflu. Phone was restricted here.

9. DM, 50-year-old involved in a car accident 05/12/23. Blood pressure was 176/84. No x-rays were done. Diagnosed with contusions. Complaining of flank pain. CONSIDER URINALYSIS IN ANYONE AFTER MVA WITH A FLANK PAIN AND DR. MAEWAL WOULD LIKE RADIOGRAPHIC STUDIES IN PATIENTS INVOLVED IN A MOTOR VEHICLE ACCIDENT. The patient was sent home with Motrin and Flexeril and was happy with the care received.

10. ZG, is a 5-year-old comes in with fever, diagnosed with flu A and otitis media. Treated with Tamiflu, guaifenesin and Amoxil. Mother was elated with our doctor.

11. RD, 49-year-old male with difficulty urination and history of urinary retention. Dr. Ambe called his urologist who asked Dr. Ambe to place a catheter with a leg bag, treat with Toradol and for the patient to be seen at his office today. When I called the patient, he was at the urologist’s office and he was passing clots and they were trying to figure out what to do. Please consider antibiotic in bladder neck obstruction/urinary retention when the UA shows lots and lots of leukocytes.

12. AC, is a 42-year-old woman complaining of sore throat. Diagnosed with strep throat. Treated with Amoxil. Phone number that was left was a bad number.
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
