The patient was seen by Doxy. The patient called Comprehensive Counseling for this appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Frances missed her appointment on 11/06/2023. She described that she has been doing better. She is no more pregnant it was her bad thoughts. She describes she is taking Abilify 20 mg daily and Benadryl 25 mg daily. She described the medication is working and she is doing good. She denies any depression, anxiety, or mood swings. Denies any suicidal or homicidal ideation. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. I further discussed now it is the time that she should take either Abilify Maintena or Aristada the dose she received in Pontiac General Hospital. However, she describes she want to try oral doses and may consider later on. I further discussed it is important for her because she missed the appointment and missed the medication. She describes she is taking all her medication and she still having Abilify 20 mg 11 doses left. -I further explained risk, benefit, and side effects. She denies any side effects. She is sleeping good and eating good. Denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. She was alert, oriented, and look much better. Her mood was euthymic. Affect was pleasant. Speech was clear. There was no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No auditory or visual hallucination or any persecutory feeling. Her judgment and insight seems to be better. Judgment and insight is fine. No involuntary movement or any symptoms of akathisia and restlessness. The patient was counseled and encouraged to develop coping skills and self-control and also educated she should continue taking her medication. The patient is willing to follow treatment. I further discussed that in two weeks, I will see her again before going on vacation.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic paranoid and rule out schizoaffective disorder.

PLAN: We will continue on Abilify 20 mg at bedtime and Benadryl 25 mg daily. A 30-day medications were ordered. Risk, benefits, and side effects are explained.

PROGNOSES: Guarded.
