Thank you for referring Ms. Natalie Haywood for an infectious disease evaluation.

As you know, the patient presented with elevated sed rate and workup revealed positive QuantiFERON Gold.

History and physical were unremarkable except for chronic back pain. The patient has chronic lumbar back pain and she is taking baclofen 10 mg twice a day for this. Imaging not available at this time.

I took the liberty of contacting Hudson Chest Clinic after finding out that the patient had been treated for tuberculosis 20 years ago. According to the Hudson Chest Clinic, the patient started anti-TB medication, but never completed the full course. The patient stopped visiting after two or three months, never took the full course of INH prophylaxis.

Because of this, the possibility of active TB cannot be ruled out and I am inviting lumbar, thoracic and cervical MRI. The patient will also follow up at Chest Clinic Hudson County. The number is 201-915-1042.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in the care of your patient.
