This is an 80-year-old woman with history of CVA. In February 2003, she was diagnosed with stage IV renal cancer, extensive disease with metastatic disease to the bone, history of hepatitis B, history of hypertension. Subsequently, the patient received radiation therapy between February and August 2019. She also had a left hip fracture. It was suspected to be a pathological fracture. The patient also suffers from hypertension, iron deficiency anemia, renal cancer, bone metastasis, liver metastasis, brain metastasis, monoclonal gammopathy, pain due to neoplastic disease, pathological hip fracture, stroke, and secondary malignant neoplasm of the bone. The patient has lost tremendous amount of weight. She weighs only 90 pounds. She has very little appetite. She continues to be anemic. She continues to have malnutrition with albumin of 2.4. The patient was also tried on Opdivo-Cabo which the patient has failed and then received Cabo which the patient has failed. She has become weaker and both with the help of the primary care physician as long as help with the patient’s family, the patient has decided to go on hospice. The patient definitely meets the criteria for hospice. Expected to live less than six months.
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
