ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PATIENT: Thompson, Olivia

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Esophagogastroduodenoscopy with biopsies.

INDICATION OF PROCEDURE: Chest pain and mid-epigastric pain, unresponsive to omeprazole.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: Informed consent was obtained. Possible complications of the procedure including bleeding, infection, perforation, drug reaction as well as a possibility of missing a lesion such as a malignancy were all explained to the patient. The patient was brought to the endoscopy suite, placed in the left lateral position, sedated as per Anesthesiology Service with Monitored Anesthesia Care (MAC). A well-lubricated Olympus video gastroscope was introduced into the esophagus and advanced under direct vision to the third portion of the duodenum. Careful examination was made of the duodenal bulb, second and third portion of duodenum, stomach, GE junction, and esophagus. A retroflex view was obtained of the cardia. Air was suctioned from the stomach before withdrawal of the scope. The patient tolerated the procedure well without any complications.
FINDINGS:

1. There was a small area of prominent mucosa just at the entrance of the proximal esophagus between the oropharynx and the proximal esophagus. This was biopsied for histology.

2. Unremarkable middle and lower portion of the esophagus.

3. Z-line regular at 35 cm from the bite block.

4. Gastric erythema was noted. Biopsies were obtained to rule out H. pylori.

5. Gastric body polyp approximately 4 mm in size was removed with cold biopsy polypectomy.

6. There was duodenal bulb nodularity. This was biopsied for histology.
7. Duodenal sweep to D3 was unremarkable. Biopsies were obtained to rule out celiac disease.

PLAN:
1. Follow up biopsy pathology.

2. Avoid nonsteroidal antiinflammatory drugs.

3. Antireflux precautions were explained.

4. May benefit from a trial of PPI therapy.

5. Follow up in the office as previously scheduled.
