HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a female patient being seen under the guideline of Workmen’s Comp. claim. She has been here in prior days for this as well. She is 55 years old. She tells me she continues with her right hip pain. She was last seen here approximately one week ago. She is due to return back on 11/14/2023 and see Dr. Halberdier.

The right hip pain has gotten to the extent where it keeps her from working. She was given the okay to return to work with limitations of being able to stand, but no climbing, no reaching, no overhead reaching, no kneeling or squatting or bending or very limited aspect of those movements.

She tells me when she is on her job after several hours that right hip begins to ache to such a degree that she needs to lie down. It is very difficult for her to stand. She tells me that no matter what position she is in, it consistently hurts.

She is in the exam room with me today. She is seated. She is able to rise from a seated position and walk across the room. Her movements are steady, but purposeful and careful.

She is not taking any medications to allow for the pain. She does not want any opioid medications. So, she has refused tramadol for me today.

Dr. Halberdier had seen her before, I believe on 11/08/2023. She will return to see him on 11/14/2023. I will complete Workmen’s Comp. form to allow her to have time off of work until the 11/14/2023 when she returns for Dr. Halberdier.
MEDICATIONS: She is currently taking meloxicam 15 mg a day.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed, mildly obese.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 111/65. Pulse 77. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.1. Oxygenation 98%. Current weight 193 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and S2. No murmur.
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As a background to her hip pain, this happened on 08/13/2023. She was working at a bank as a teller, she was in training and she attempted to sit down and the chair went out from underneath her and she fell on the floor injuring her hip. She is scheduled for an MRI this coming Wednesday in five days. She states that her right hip always hurts. She will return here on 11/14/2023 and see Dr. Halberdier and go from there.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Right hip pain. We will keep her off of work until 11/14/2023 when she is seen by Dr. Halberdier. No medications were given. I have offered tramadol, she has refused. I have offered a steroid pack, but she has refused. She says she has an adverse effect to the steroid. So, she will continue on the meloxicam. She will get her MRI done next week as well and possibly enter into a period of physical therapy if needed, but at any rate, she will be seen by Dr. Halberdier.
