MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is awake, lying on the bed and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/70, pulse 76, temperature 97.7, respiration 18, and pulse ox 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, lying on the bed and in no distress.

LABS: Reviewed. Sodium 140, potassium 4.5, chloride 107, CO2 25, glucose 75, BUN 26, creatinine 1.2, WBC count 3.8, hemoglobin 12.2, and hematocrit 39.1

ASSESSMENT: The patient has been admitted:
1. Seizure disorder.

2. Alcohol abuse.

4. Generalized weakness.
