Mr. Hinckle is 67-year-old male who is here today initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2023.  He also has a history of hypertension and sleep apnea. The patient is currently on metformin 500 mg Immediate Release once a daily. He reports his blood sugars average around 110 and 115. He also has a history of sleep apnea and hypertension. He denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. He reports mild neuropathy and occasional blurry vision. He generally tries to eat a healthy diet and he exercises about three days per week.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, we will get current hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel. I will change his metformin formulation to Extended Release 500 mg once a day. Therefore I will recommend metformin Extended Release 500 mg once daily and recheck a hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel in three months.

2. For his hypertension continue current therapy.

3. For his hyperlipidemia, he is on atorvastatin 20 mg once daily.

4. For his sleep apnea continue to follow up with primary care provider.

5. Continue to followup with Dr. Lacson.
