PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Father reports cough and runny nose.

He said child is eating and drinking well.

He said child is very playful and no changes in his activities.

Child denies ear pain. Father said he has no noticed pulling on his ears.

Denies vomiting or diarrhea.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 100% at room air.

Blood pressure is 139/71.

Pulse is 113.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.1.

HEENT: Throat: Erythematous pharynx, uvula, and tonsils. Uvula is midline and mobile. No exudate.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs. Tender mobile anterior lymph nodes.
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RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
ABDOMEN: Flat. No guarding. No distention. No visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert, oriented, very playful, and very interactive. Moist mucous membranes.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute pharyngitis.
2. Acute influenza.
3. Febrile.
4. Fever.
5. Myalgia.
PLAN: The following tests were done in the clinic today strep, flu, and COVID. COVID is negative but strep and flu are both positive. Child was sent home with the following medication: Zithromax 200/5 mL two teaspoons p.o. now and then one teaspoon daily until gone #30 mL and Singulair 5 mg chewable one p.o. daily for 14 days #14.

Father was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none. He was given strong encouragement to come back if child does not get better. Child was given school excuse from today until the 20th his condition was contagious. I was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
