REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 135/88.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

Index finger on left has an area of deformity and a PI on the tuft region and a healing laceration is present also. No active bleeding. No discharge. No erythema. No edema.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Surgical clearance.
2. Single laceration.
