HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 16-year-old female patient complains of vomiting, diarrhea and few back aches as well. The patient also complains of having some knee pain when she does a lot of walking; not really a pain, she describes it more of an ache.

The knee ache only happens intermittently. I have advised her to keep an eye on this and keep a log of her activities when this discomfort occurs.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: This patient has no known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for secondhand smoke. Negative for alcohol or drugs.
The patient also states she believes she may have had some bad flu which has caused vomiting and diarrhea.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/67. Pulse 124. Respirations 16. Temperature afebrile. Oxygenation 100% on room air.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: No tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Mildly tachycardic. No murmur.
ABDOMEN: Bowel sounds are hyperactive.
LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include urinalysis which was normal. Flu test was normal as well, negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Urinary tract infection. The urine specimen today was not normal. She had presence of blood and leukocytes.
2. Gastroenteritis. The patient will get Cipro 500 mg b.i.d. for five days #10.

3. Nausea. Zofran 4 mg b.i.d. #8. She is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms and return to clinic if needed.
