This is an 80-year-old male who was admitted to Skilled Nursing Facility from the hospital because he was not able to take care of himself.  His wife is at bedside.  He had complicated last few months when he was found to have glioblastoma and then he had resection done.  Subsequently, he was in rehab facilities.  He had acute gout of the knee and then he had hydrocephalous for which he needed to have VP shunt placed in.  Subsequently, he was having fevers and was found to have septic left knee for which he had surgery and now he is on IV antibiotics for total of six weeks.  He denies any history of nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, chest pain, shortness of breath, loss of consciousness, fever or chills.  He is confused and forgetful at this time, which is new for him and he was fine before glioblastoma surgery as per the patient’s wife.

PE:

HEART:  S1 and S2 regular.  No gallop.

LUNGS:  Bilateral fair air entry.

ABDOMEN:  Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES:   No pedal edema.

CNS:  No gross sensory or motor deficit is noted.

A:
Left septic knee, history of glioblastoma status post resection, constipation, and VP shunt.
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P:
The patient had acute life threatening event for which he has been in and out of hospitals and rehab facilities and now was transferred here because he was not able to take care of himself.  Significant amount of time more than 50 minutes was spent reviewing the patient’s medical records including labs, imaging, reviewing plan of care with nursing, the patient’s wife and rehab team.  The patient is on IV antibiotics and will give him pain medications and stool softeners.  He is on DVT prophylaxis.
