Dear Dr. Ball:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Ms. Geiger with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Her last visit was May 8, 2023.  She did have COVID infection last month and developed pneumonia, but did not require hospitalization.  Her symptoms improved within 1 to 2 weeks and she did require dose of steroids to help with cough and congestion.  The main symptom besides cough was excessive fatigue, but that has gone now also.  She denies nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  Her weight is unchanged from her previous visit.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No bowel changes.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood and she does have adequate amount of urine output.  She has stable ankle edema and no unusual rashes or lesions.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed and is unchanged from previous visit.  I do want to highlight the Cozaar 50 mg once daily.
Physical Examination:  Weight 220 pounds, pulse 72, blood pressure is 120/76, oxygen saturation is 96% on room air.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done 10/18/2023 and this was after she had her COVID infection.  Creatinine is 1.12 which is stable, estimated GFR is 52, phosphorus is 4.3, calcium is 9.4, albumin 4.1, electrolytes are normal, hemoglobin is 11.5 with normal white count and normal platelets.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  We will continue to have lab studies every 3 to 6 months.
2. Hypertension is well controlled.  The patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.

All of the above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided and questions answered to the patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
