Dear Dr. Power:

This is a followup visit for Mr. Ballauer with recent acute on chronic renal failure, background of diabetic nephropathy, hypertension, recent coronary artery angioplasty, drug-eluting stent, complications coronary artery perforation, pericardial hemorrhage, pericardiocentesis, briefly on dialysis.  Last visit a month ago.  Medications were adjusted.  No hospital admission.  Followup Henry Ford as well as cardiology locally Dr. Alkiek, everything is stable.  To start cardiac rehabilitation December 4.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Presently weight and appetite are stable.  No vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  No changes in urination.  Stable dyspnea.  No oxygen.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No orthopnea.  No major edema.  Review of system is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I am going to highlight the Avapro, Lasix, Norvasc and metoprolol.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 140/65.  Alert and oriented x3.  Blood pressure at home 130s/60s.  No localized rales, consolidation or pleural effusion.  No pericardial rub.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  No major edema.
Labs:  Chemistries November, creatinine 1.6 at the time of dialysis was around 4, GFR 44 stage III.  Normal sodium and upper potassium.  Normal acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Anemia 10.7.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Recent acute on chronic renal failure, complications of cardiovascular events, briefly on dialysis, kidney function improved, presently stage III, not symptomatic.  Monthly blood test.  Tolerating ARB among other blood pressure medicines.  Monitor blood pressure.

2. Status post cardiac arrest CPR at the time was bradycardic, very high potassium.

3. Coronary artery disease angioplasty, drug-eluting stent, rupture, pericardial hemorrhage, pericardiocentesis resolved.
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4. Congestive heart failure with preserved ejection fraction, recent hypovolemia, medications adjusted.

5. Double anti-platelet aspirin, Plavix coverage.

6. Diabetes, presently off metformin.  All issues discussed with the patient and wife.  Come back in four months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
