The patient presents for followup and refills. He states he is doing well without problems. He states he continues with anxiety, avoiding crowds, being seen at Tri-County on a regular basis.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Anxiety disorder, schizoaffective disorder by history.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He lives alone and plays his guitar and tries to avoid contact with other people.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Described molar dental pain in the past and recently without being able to see a dentist.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Guarded affect. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Followup anxiety disorder with molar dental pain.
PLAN: Discussed possible dental care. Advised to take NSAIDs as needed for pain. Advised referral to see dentist, to discuss with Tri-County on anxiety disorder as before. The patient’s medications were refilled. Follow up with Tri-County every three months and to follow up here in one month.
