PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEENT: TMs are slightly red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

5. We will treat for flu B with Tamiflu.

6. Follow heart rate.

7. If develops nausea, vomiting, fever or chills, to return.

8. Recheck heart rate is 110.
