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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION: This is the clinical case of an 80-year-old white male that is an endstage renal disease patient that we follow at the Kidney Center. He has also history of coronary artery disease and arterial hypertension. He has had several episodes of fluid overload with congestive heart failure. The patient has what seems to be an exophytic lesion arising from lower pole of the right kidney that is highly suspicious of renal cell carcinoma. The patient has an additional 2.1 cm mass that is noted adjacent to the liver and gallbladder fossa that was evaluated with a PET scan. The patient was seen by Dr. Yellu who is the oncologist and the patient is referred after the PET scan for a biopsy that is going to be sometime in November. He comes to the office complaining of right flank pain that he thinks that is urinary tract infection. He has been given antibiotics on two separate occasions in the past to no avail; at this moment, what I am going to do is get a urine culture. I am going to get in touch with Dr. Yellu and Dr. Patel and get the report, read the PET scan and I will reevaluate the case at the Kidney Center. The patient was explained about the plan and he agrees.

I invested 15 minutes reviewing the lab and talking to the Florida Cancer Center and in the face-to-face 15 minutes and in the documentation 5 minutes.
