CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today after hospital discharge for the treatment of esophageal cancer. The patient also complained of food indigestion and followed by a specialist.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient was admitted to the local hospital with severe abdominal pain, nausea, weight loss, and the patient had extensive workup done and was seen by gastroenterologist. The patient was started on GE-tube feeding and also the patient was seen by oncological surgeon and he has followup appointment. The patient was diagnosed with staphylococcus bacteremia and this was *_________*. The patient was seen by infectious disease specialist and antibiotic was started. The patient then started feeling better. There was no fever or chills and then sent home with IV antibiotic.
