Dear Dr. Ernest:

This is a followup for Mr. Tallman who has chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy, hypertension, and CHF.  Last visit in May.  No hospital visits.  Planning to travel to Arizona few days from now for the whole winter, will come back probably around May.  He used to see Dr. Islam electrophysiological doctor prior ablation now is seeing new doctor at St. Mary’s in Saginaw.  An echocardiogram was done.  I do not have results.  No changes on medications.  He has a pacemaker, which is set at a rate of 90, they are talking about decrease into 70.  He has morbid obesity 303.  He denies nausea, vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding or changes in urination.  Stable edema on the left, which is from a prior vein donor.  No gross claudication symptoms.  Presently no palpitations or syncope.  Does have dyspnea on activity not at rest.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No sleep apnea, CPAP machine.  No oxygen.  Chronic orthopnea one to two pillow.  Other review of system is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight bisoprolol, Eliquis, diabetes cholesterol management, on losartan.
Physical Examination:  Today weight 303, blood pressure nurse 129/75.  Alert and oriented x3.  No severe respiratory distress.  No rales, consolidation or pleural effusion.  Has a pacemaker on the left-sided, no pericardial rub.  No major murmurs.  Obesity of the abdomen, no tenderness, edema more on the left comparing to the right, but in the low side no cellulitis.  Normal speech.  No focal deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 1.47 which has been stable for few years, present GFR 52 stage III.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium, phosphorus and hemoglobin normal.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, stable overtime, no progression and no symptoms.

2. Morbid obesity.

3. CHF clinically stable.
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4. Tachybrady syndrome, prior ablation, pacemaker anticoagulation beta-blockers, new echo has done, I do not know results.

5. Blood pressure well controlled, tolerating losartan, potassium and acid base stable.

6. No anemia.  Plan to see him back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
