WORKMEN’S COMPENSATION NOTE

The patient is seen for followup Workmen’s Compensation with injury to right hip. She states she tried to go back to work, but had increased pain in the hip after standing and ambulation at work. She was advised by Workmen’s Comp nurse to take off work until MRI obtained. She is seen today for routine followup. MRI has not been done, but to be done tomorrow. She continues with pain in the right hip.

Examination reveals continued painful external and internal rotation of the right hip with painful weightbearing.
The patient is advised to continue meloxicam, to take acetaminophen as needed for pain, with reduced weightbearing and activity. Return in four days after MRI obtained tomorrow to review the report and consider physical therapy and orthopedic evaluation if necessary.
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
