ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PATIENT: Pamfilio, Luiz
DATE OF BIRTH: 09/29/1968
DATE OF PROCEDURE: 11/15/2023
PHYSICIAN: Yevgeniya Goltser-Veksler, D.O.
REFERRING PHYSICIAN: Dr. Mariana Sisk
PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Esophagogastroduodenoscopy with cold biopsies and hot snare polypectomy.

INDICATION OF PROCEDURE: GERD and history of distal esophageal ulcer.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: Informed consent was obtained. Possible complications of the procedure including bleeding, infection, perforation, drug reaction as well as a possibility of missing a lesion such as a malignancy were all explained to the patient. The patient was brought to the endoscopy suite, placed in the left lateral position, sedated as per Anesthesiology Service with Monitored Anesthesia Care (MAC). A well-lubricated Olympus video gastroscope was introduced into the esophagus and advanced under direct vision to the second portion of the duodenum. Careful examination was made of the duodenal bulb and second portion of duodenum, stomach, GE junction, and esophagus. A retroflex view was obtained of the cardia. Air was suctioned from the stomach before withdrawal of the scope. The patient tolerated the procedure well without any complications.
FINDINGS:

1. There were linear furrows noted in the mid esophagus. These were biopsied to rule out EOE.
2. There was an irregular Z-line at 39 cm from the bite block. There was noted to be LA grade C to D ulcerative esophagitis. This area was biopsied for histology.
3. There was a 2 cm sliding hiatal hernia.
4. There was gastric erythema noted. Biopsies were obtained of the antrum and body for histology.

5. There was an approximately 1.5 cm pedunculated gastric body polyp that was removed with hot snare polypectomy.

6. The duodenum appeared unremarkable to D2 with an unremarkable ampulla. Biopsies were obtained of the bulb and D2 portion for histology.

PLAN:
1. A prescription was provided for omeprazole 40 mg b.i.d. to be taken for eight weeks then daily following the eight weeks.

2. I would repeat upper endoscopy in two to three months for reevaluation of ulcerative esophagitis.

3. GERD precautions.

4. Avoid nonsteroidal antiinflammatory drugs.

5. Follow up in the office as previously scheduled.
