HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 1½-year-old little boy. Mother brings him in due to flu-like symptoms, fever of 101 and also he has decreased eating habit started yesterday.

Of special note, his sister tested positive for influenza type A today; he routinely plays with her throughout the day.

There has not been any nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Mother has been attempting to control the fevers with over-the-counter antipyretics.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for any secondhand smoke. Lives with mother, father, and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented. He is playing in the room today during the exam. He does not display any excessive fatigue, but he does seem a bit fussy mother states today. She has to hold him as we attempt the exam today. However, he is easily consoled.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 92/47. Pulse 107. Respirations 16. Temperature 98. Oxygenating at 98%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Mild tympanic membrane erythema bilaterally. Oropharyngeal area: Mild erythema throughout. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Mildly tachycardic at 107.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a flu test and a strep test, they were both negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Flu symptoms and exposure to influenza type A. The patient will receive Tamiflu per weight protocol twice a day for five days. He is to get plenty of fluids and plenty of rest.

2. Cough. Histex PD 0.5 mL three times daily p.r.n. cough #30 mL.

3. Plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms and, of course, they will return to clinic or call me if needed.
