The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2016.  The patient was in Virginia undergoing physical training exercises. The patient tells me that he was training in fighting.  There is a contact fighting.  He gets knocked out.  He has gotten hit in the head, and fell to the ground.  The patient tells me that he immediately had lost consciousness.  He was out of consciousness for few minutes.  When he woke up, he felt confused, disoriented with severe headache.  The patient tells me that he felt nauseous.  He does not feel right for the rest of the day.  He does not remember much for rest of the day.

Since incidents, the patient has severe headaches almost everyday.  The patient had a very light sensitivity.  The patient is very sensitive to light and computer screen.  The computer screens and lights would provoke the headaches.  The patient also has nausea.  The patient has sound sensitivity.  The patient has difficulty to focus and concentrate.

The patient is currently in active duty in the Marine Corps.  The patient is administrative specialist.  The patient is on the computer a lot.  He does admit that the computer is making him light sensitive.  The computer screen is making him headaches and nauseous at times.  It is affecting him to do his work.  He has to stay in the dark room a lot.  It is affecting his concentration and focus.  The light is definitely affecting him.  The patient tells me that he is not able to perform well because of these reasons.
