HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury in Iraq in 2004.  The patient was driving.  He was driving a military vehicle.  Suddenly, there was an IED explosion under his car.  The patient tells me the car flipped over.  As the car flipped over, he was upside down and hit the head.  He hit the head on the roof.  The patient did not loose consciousness.  However he has severe headache, confusion and disorientation.  He became very dizzy.  The patient does not remember much for the reset of the day.

In 2005, in Iraq there was an RPG explosion near his vehicle.  The patient tells me that explosion was significant.  It knocked him off.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  The patient was driving in the car.  However, the patient has significant headache, confusion and disorientation after that explosion.

The third episode was 2005 in Iraq.  The patient was in vehicle driving again.  Suddenly, there is an IED explosion underneath his vehicle.  The patient tells me that this time he lost consciousness.  He hit the head against the metal part inside the vehicle.  The patient has complete loss of consciousness.  The patient has severe headache when he woke up.  The patient was confused and disoriented when he woke up.

Since the event, the patient significant headaches.  The patient has headaches almost every day.  The patient also has significant poor memory.  The patient became very sensitive to light.  The patient has dizziness and lightheadedness.  The patient tells me that his sleep is very restless.  The patient tells me that his headaches are affecting his concentration and focus.

The patient is currently working as a safety manager in Construction Company.  The patient feels agitated.  His memory is affecting his job.  The patient needs to write down a lot of things. He has lot of memory lapses at work.  His boss is telling him that he is deficient because of this problem.  It is affecting his performance.  The patient also had mood swing at work.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient had in Iraq in 2004 and again in 2005, again in 2005, the patient was driving there was a bomb explosion.  One of the bomb explosion caused his car to flip over and hit his head significantly.  There was also another explosion that caused him to have loss of consciousness.  When he woke up from these events the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe headache.  It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The head injury, headache, confusion, disorientation after the explosion is consistent with traumatic brain injury.  The patient is currently having significant headache symptoms.  The patient is very sensitive to light.  The patient is also dizzy.  The patient has difficulty to focus.  The patient also has poor sleep patterns. These are all signs and symptoms of traumatic brain injury.
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
