Clinic Visit Note

CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after left hand puncture wound, left hand weakness, irritation of the skin on the penis, poor sleep, fatigue, daytime sleepiness, and skin lesion on the glans penis.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that while he was working on his car his left hand slammed into the car metal and his left hand had a puncture wound on the left hand and then he cleaned the wound and puts skin topical antibiotic. The next day when he woke up with pain and the hand was swollen it was painful. Then he went to the emergency room. In ER, the patient had CT scan of the hand and it showed cellulitis and he underwent minor surgery and he was started antibiotic cefadroxil 500 mg twice a day and doxycycline 100 mg once a day and within 48 hours the swelling was much better and the patient has been scheduled to see the hand physician. At this time, the patient complained of hand joint pains.
The patient also noticed irritation in the right arm when he received tetanus vaccination, but there is no significant bleeding.

The patient also has poor sleep and he has fatigue feeling along with somnolence the following day. The patient is going to be referred to sleep specialist for sleep study.

The patient stated that his last screening colonoscopy was 10 years ago. The patient will be scheduled for screening colonoscopy.

The patient is also noticed reddish color scar on the glans penis. There is no irritation. There is no burning urination and there is no lymph node enlargement.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for anxiety disorder and he is on alprazolam 0.25 mg once a day as needed.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on hydralazine 25 mg one tablet twice a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on simvastatin 5 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he is a tow truck driver. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or bruits.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema.
Left hand examination reveals completely healed puncture wound on the left hand; however, the patient still has some tenderness of the first metacarpophalangeal joint. There are no open wounds.

Skin is healthy without any rashes.

Genital examination reveals slightly reddish color 1 cm patch on the glans penis. There is no tenderness or no active bleeding.

Right arm examination is unremarkable without any rashes.
I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
