CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today complaining of right knee pain and followup for left groin cellulitis.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he developed right knee pain and the pain level is less than 4 and there is no joint effusion or redness.
The patient came today as a followup for left thigh cellulitis and the patient has significant improvement and there is no redness or wound discharge.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, or vomiting.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
Right knee examination reveals no significant joint effusion and range of movement is painful.

Left thigh examination reveals wound bandage and there is a very slight redness otherwise unremarkable. No palpable lymph node enlargement. The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
