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1. JR, 10-year-old with chills, fever, leg pain, and headache. Diagnosed with Flu B. Given Tamiflu. Child is better. Mother is happy.

2. AR, 36-year-old male with cough, congestion, and also back pain. Positive strep. Chest x-ray, T-spine, and C-spine are within normal limits. Treated with Amoxil, Flexeril, and Medrol Dosepak. The patient states he is in the doctor’s office. He will call me back later regarding his visit.

3. AT, 15-year-old with flu-like symptoms, diagnosed with Flu B. Given Tamiflu. Doing better. Happy with the care received.

4. JP, 5-year-old with sore throat, diagnosed with Flu B, but no medication was given and mother is upset because the child is still not feeling well. The symptoms were three days old and Dr. Ambe decided not to treat. Nevertheless mother wishes to have some medications because the child is still feeling mopy and not eating with decreased appetite, but no fever. Tamiflu recommended for flu before three days, but nevertheless that was her concern, but was happy with Dr. Ambe. She did like Dr. Ambe.

5. SA, 6-year-old with fever, vomiting, and positive Flu B. Tamiflu given. Left message.

6. DM, 33-year-old young lady with fever, cough, congestion and headache. Positive strep. Treated with Rocephin. Left message for her to call me back.
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
